6. Galston Equestrian Club accepts no responsibility or liability in respect to any damage to
person, property or horse at this show. All competitors compete at their own risk.

7. Galston Equestrian Club reserves the right to alter any or all of the programs without due
notice

8. Galston Equestrian Club reserves the right to refuse any entry without assigning any reason.
9. If events clash, the competitor must decide which event to enter
10. Competitors may only compete in either Funkhana, Novice or Open Rings.
